e Your teacher will send you an invitation to join a meeting on Teams. Which
will come through in an email.

e Open the invitation and click on yes.

e (o onto the calendar, you should be able to see the meeting on the
calendar.

e Click on'Join'.

e You will have the option to join in the app or to join using the browser. If
you can download the Teams app it works better.
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It is a good idea to blur
the background so
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can't see all of your
house.

Start with your
microphone muted
(turned off) otherwise it
gets very noisy!

e Thenclick join now.

e You can still join if you are late.
